SUMMER VACATION READING RULES

Welcome to “Make a Splash, READ!”  Listed below are the guidelines for your summer fun. 
 

CONTRACTS:  Each child must complete a contract stating how many books he or she will 
read during the 6-week program.  Contracts will be kept at the branch. Each child will 
receive a reading record to keep track of the books read. Titles of the books must be entered 
on the reading log. 
 
WEEKLY STAMPS:  Each week, the contract can be stamped towards incentive prizes. THE 
CHILD must be present for this…not a parent, brother, sister, or friend!  There are prizes for 
children who get 3, 4 and 5 stamps.  This contest is open to all children registered in “Make a 

Splash, READ!” (ages 4 - 12). 
 
GUESSING CONTEST:  Every week during “Make a Splash, READ!” (June 21 - July 30) there 
will be a different guessing contest for ages 8 - 12 YEARS OLD.  Each child may make ONE 
guess per week when their stamp is received.  Winners will be drawn on Monday, and they 
may pick up their prizes on or after that Monday.  A sign listing all winners will be posted in 
the Library. The winner will be contacted by phone. Information on winners WILL NOT be 
given out over the telephone.  In case of a tie in the guessing contest, the winner’s name will 
be drawn from all contestants who tied. 
 
FINAL PRIZE DRAWING:  At the end of “Make a Splash, READ!” contracts for all readers who 
met their goal will be placed in a box.  One name will be drawn for a final prize.  Your 
Librarian must see all reading records NO LATER THAN Friday, July 30 to know that the 
reading goal was met.  No reading logs can be accepted after July 30!  
 

All STAMPS, CERTIFICATES, MEDALS, AND ETC. MUST BE RECEIVED BY THE CHILD, IN 
THE LIBRARY, NO LATER THAN JULY 30.  
 
MEDALS AND CERTIFICATES CAN BE AWARDED ONLY IF CONTRACT IS COMPLETED. 

Last Date for sign up is July 16th.
